Practical Details

VISA

· For most countries: visa upon arrival

· For those who do need a visa:

· Council of churches in Malaysia (CCM) provides a standard letter of invitation

· The most difficult: Myanmar, India, Pakistan, Bangladesh delegates (worried about defectors)

· General endorsed letter + Myanmar embassy endorsement required

·  Only then it can a letter of invitation be sent to the invited person

· VISA requirements (list of countries) is on the conference web-site

Relations to government

· No general formal information required as Council of Churches (CCM) is co-sponsoring the conference (a recognized entity)

· A government minister to be invited for the opening of the conference – (the LPC to choose - the prime minister or a Christian government minister)

Code of conduct

· Respect for the Muslim Host country and its constitution

· All formulations in written material to be approved by the LPC

Arrival in Kuala Lumpur Int. Airport (KLIA)

· Early arrivals are accommodated at the Concorde Inn located adjacent to KLIA

· Room rate: ca. 40-47 USD single room + food

· Free shuttle bus will transport from airport to Concorde

· Participants pay Concorde themselves before departure

· Transfer from KLIA to PD by bus : start 31st 9.00

· 31 July pickups : 2 in morning, 2 in afternoon, 1 night

· Late arrivals: The Concorde Inn counter in KLIA will provide information on how to get to PD.
